The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration has introduced new hours of ser-
vice regulations. The new rules went into effect October 1st, 2005.

TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS & CDL DISQUALIFICATIONS

Effective September 30th, 2005, a driver holding a commercial driver’s
license (CDL) can be disqualified from driving a commercial motor vehi-
cle (CMV) if convicted of certain offenses while driving ANY type of vehi-
cle; this includes a personal vehicle.

ACTIONS THAT CAN CAUSE YOU TO LOSE YOUR CDL INCLUDE:

Operating while intoxicated " Leaving the scene of an accident

" Reckless driving ” Driving a CMV without a CDL

" Excessive speeding (15 mph or more above the posted speed limit)
Violating an out-of-service order

Violating a railroad-highway grade crossing law
