POLICY UPDATES & CHANGES

DRIVER RATING PLAN

The Mitchell Bros.’ safety committee has adopted the following changes to our driver rating plan.
Accident or Equipment Damage

The threshold for damage was $100. It has been changed to $300. In other words, if a driver is
involved in a single accident or equipment damage that is less than $300 it shall no longer count
as a point on our driver rating plan. However, any 3 claims with damages between $100 and
$300 shall count as 1 point.

Driver Daily Logs

The log audit policy is no longer a part of the driver rating plan. The log audit program now has
its own point system. However, our driver rating plan still states “any time a law enforcement
official or government agency issues a citation for log book violation it shall be considered 1
point.”

As you read the policy statement below, please notice there are now only 3 phases in our log
audit policy. In addition, please notice the review period is for 2 years, not 3 years. If a driver
gets 12 monthly violation letters over a 2 year period it will result in termination. It is our hope
that no one in our fleet should ever loose their job due to log book violations. We expect all our
drivers to ensure Mitchell Bros. is in compliance with log book regulations.

Our new policy is as follows:

Phase 1 - Letter of Information.
No points shall be accessed during the first 3 months of employment. Mitchell Bros. recognizes this time
period as a chance to get adjusted to Mitchell Bros. log audit procedures. If during the first 3 months of
employment we notice log violations, Mitchell Bros. shall issued a “letter of information” which is
designed to simply “inform” the driver of the violations in hopes the driver will correct the errors within
the first 3 months of employment.

Phase 2 - Violation Letters
If violations continue after the first three months of employment, the driver is expected to meet with a
driver trainer in effort to educate and train the driver on log regulations and company policy.

A driver shall be accessed 1 point for every 3 monthly log letters that show hourly violations, false logs,
and/or missing logs.

If a driver receives 6 log violation letters, this will add up to 2 points. If a driver receives 9 log violation
letters, this will add up to 3 points. If a driver receives 12 log violation letters this will add up to 4 points.

Phase 3 - Letter of Termination.
If a driver receives 12 or more monthly violations letters within a 2 year period of time it shall result in
termination. At this stage Mitchell Bros. will consider the actions of the driver as non-compliant and
willful and Mitchell Bros. has no choice but to discharge the driver.

Note: The above policy applies only when log violations are hourly violations (11 hour, 14 (16) hour rule,
70 hour rule, or involve falsification or missing logs.
